Instructions
1. Add your Name clearly at the top of page 2.

2. Have a copy of your previous college transcripts with you to complete the form.

3. Section A - refer to the Areas of Inquiry (formerly Knowledge) summary handout on the last page to indicate the courses you have taken which are equivalent to 20 quarter credits in each area and 15 in any area for a total of 75 minimum credits. ** Please note that summary handout area titles have changed. However, it is still a valid summary of course content and a valuable guide.  Here are the former and current titles for reference:
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a. List courses with simple abbreviated course identifiers and short course titles. Please don’t list just abbreviations and course numbers especially if your school used especially if your school used obscure identifiers (e.g., LN380 for Linguistics should be Linguistics 380 Phonetics)

· Examples:  BIO 115, Human Anatomy, COMM 2162, Interpersonal Speaking, ENG 142, Women Writers 

b. To convert semester credits to quarter credits, use the following calculation: 
Multiply semester credits by 1.5 = quarter credits. Example: 3 * 1.5 = 4.5 quarter credits.
c. Exclude remedial coursework.

4. Section B - Indicate completion of ASHA basic science and statistics course requirements along with grade.

Only one course is needed in each area.  
5. The same courses can be applied to both the Areas of Inquiry requirements and the ASHA requirements.

6. All of this information will be reviewed by the Undergraduate Advisor - do not worry if you are not sure about certain courses. Go ahead and make your best guess.

7. The form must be submitted by email to the Undergraduate Advisor by the first day of Autumn Quarter.
